  Discernment Meeting. Candidate and parents meet with Father Edison. 
 
  Confirmation Class Participation. Candidates should be physically present and engaged in 
discussion and activities. Attendance at both Sunday and Tuesday sessions is expected. 
 
  Weekly Attendance at Sunday Mass.
